Congratulations to OCAD U Illustration graduate Varvara Nedilska on winning the Best 
of Student Award and Student Purchase Award at this year’s Toronto Outdoor Art 
Fair (TOAF). Varvara, along with nine other graduating OCAD U students, were 
recipients of the Centre for Emerging Artist & Designer’s TOAF Career Launcher 
opportunity.
