Your Program Requirements

This program guide defines the 20.0 credits required for the Bachelor of Design (BDes)
in lllustration, including Major requirements (specific courses and course options), Arts
& Science requirements and open electives.

Of the 20.0 credits required, the following applies:
e No more than 6.0 credits may be at the 1000 level

e Atleast 5.0 credits must be at the 3000 level or higher, including at least 1.0
credit at the 4000 level or higher
e Atleast 1.5 credits of Arts & Science courses must be at the 3000 or 4000 level

Reading Your Program Guide

Course Codes

Codes begin with a four letter subject code followed by four digits. The first digit
indicates the year level of the course. For example, GRPH-2004 designates a specific
Graphic Design course at the 2000 level. Generally, students complete 1000 and 2000
level courses before 3000 and 4000 level courses.

Course Weight
o 0.5 credit courses typically meet three hours per week for a 12-week term.
e 1.0 credit courses typically meet six hours per week for a 12-week term.

Major Requirements - Course Options
Although a specific number of credits are required from each category, you may choose
to take additional courses from these lists as open electives.

The program is structured so that it can be completed in four years, by a student taking
2.5 credits per term in the fall and winter terms (a limited number of courses are also
offered in the spring/summer terms). The sample plan will help you plan your courses.

Helpful Planning Information — Illustration

General Planning Tips:

When choosing Open Electives, we recommend you consider the courses in the
Option Categories as these courses are a good fit with your Major. If you take more
courses than the minimum requirement to fulfill the Category, these courses will fulfill
Open Electives.

The lllustration program recommends that students prioritize ILLU and GDES coded
option courses from Category E, as they represent the broadly applicable and
diverse skillsets needed by a professional illustrator.

Planning for Fourth/Final Year:

If you intend to pursue Illustration as a profession upon graduation, you are
encouraged to take ILLU-4901 ILLU Thesis Portfolio 1 and ILLU-4902 ILLU Thesis
Portfolio 2 (in Category E/ Open Electives) in your final year of study.

o The pre-requisite for ILLU-4901 is ILLU-3006 lllustration 4 with a minimum
grade of 60%, which is a Specified Course. All lllustration students are
required to take this pre-requisite course in their third year of study.

o Students must register in the same SECTION for both ILLU-4901 and ILLU-
4902 to allow for continuity within the classes and both courses must be taken
in the same academic year. ILLU-4901 with a minimum grade of 60% is the
pre-requisite for ILLU-4902.

If you intend to focus on Gallery Art as a career path, you may choose to take ILLU-
40009 lllustrative Painting 4 and ILLU-4008 lllustrative Painting 5 (in Category E/
Open Electives).

o Itis recommended that students complete both ILLU-4009 and ILLU-4008 in
the same academic year for continuity and skill development. ILLU-4009 is
the pre-requisite for ILLU-4008.

Planning for Specific Pathways:

Below are some recommended courses to be taken if pursuing different career
pathways in the lllustration Program.

o Please note: ILLU-4901 ILLU Thesis Portfolio 1 and ILLU-4902 ILLU Thesis
Portfolio 2 is recommended for all lllustration students, as they provide
students with the unique opportunity to finish their studies with an intentional
and faculty-guided professional quality portfolio of work developed for their
chosen pathway.

o Aswell, ILLU-4011 ILLU Professional Practice (in Category B) is
recommended for all lllustration students, as it provides necessary business
literacy and development skills for operating a professional practice.

Ensure that you review the course description and pre-requisites for all courses so
you can plan correctly from year to year.



= The Open Electives requirement for Illustration gives students an opportunity to take
all of the ILLU coded courses offered in Categories B and E of the above Program
Guide, while taking pertinent GDES (or other recommended) electives.

Recommended Courses for lllustration Pathways

For each pathway, ensure that you take the recommended courses for that pathway,
though you have flexibility when choosing the number and type of recommended
electives. Some of the recommended courses are required as Specific Courses in your
program, while others will fulfill Option Categories or Arts & Science electives, with the
remainder falling within Open Electives. You will need to ensure you meet your overall
degree requirements, regardless of the pathway you are following. Refer to your
Program Guide and your My Progress page to assist you with your planning.

Professional lllustrator: This path is recommended for students wishing to achieve a
well-rounded education in the broader field of Illustration and be able to work in a variety
of fields including publishing, advertising, editorial, entertainment, institutional,
entrepreneurial, or sequential/book illustration.
